Budget Amendments:

This is the first budget amendment hearing, so Clerk & Recorderddglessed the items she

would be making amendments on. The first being the $1,891.00 for the Center for Mental
Health. This amount was not planned for, and it was decided at the M2Y120 that this

would be covered through the entitlement fund (7950). The second item was the tobacco money
that was left over that County Health Nurse Kiff requested be donated to the AIM Higher
program with the school.

On the Weed department for teheckerboard weed area, the grant has been received; however
the chemical has to be paid upfront and then it gets reimbursed. There will have to be a budget
amendment done on this item as well.

Budget Hearing:

Clerk & RecordeOglereported that there wemverspent budgetsr six (6) departments.

Three (3) of them from the general fun8uperintendent ofool County Attorney and IT
department. There was discussion on the unexpected expenses that put those departments over
their budgets.Ogle informed the Commissidhat the gaeral fundover all is not overspentnd

that a budgeamendmentioes not need to be done.

The checks were run previous to the Commission meeting so Clerk & Recorder Ogle could get
better numbersn the budget report. The same process will be done next week in ordeato run
more accuratbudget report.

Records Preservation:

On the records preservation, there is cash available; however the whole amount was not
budgeted.

Black Mountain Software:

The Commissioners asked Ogle if she had done any further research on the Black Mountain
Software.  She reported that she had done sofimedraining with Black Mountain. She

The

later a decision is made the later the convergionld be done They had originally wanted it

done athe fiscal year, so they netaiplan br it a little differently. She also advised that she

had spoken witlthe Clerk & Recorder of Liberty Countn the yearly annual report and was

told that it takes approximately2 weeks t o put together and ther

Absaroka Enerqy:

Carl Borgquist and Paul Bockus were here from Absaroka Energy Development Group to update
the CommissionersThey presented the Commissioners with an updated handout regarding the
Gordon Butte Pumped Storage Hydro Project.

Mr. Borgquist went ovewhy they were doing the project and thavduld bethe biggesproject

in Montana He told the Commissioners they should think of this as a battery, they can store
energy by pumping and generating at the same time. The project is located éR#me[ In
Martinsdale and they are working with Errol Galt as the landowner.

Chair Hurwitz asked about the downside to thi
there was no downside. The only complaint has been about the water, but En®l Galt
committed to giving them his irrigating water
anyone else. They would like to see the project receive water rights from the State with limits

that they would take the water when no one is irrigating.

Mr. Borgquist also advised that the work force for this project would beé3@0@vorkers for the
3 yearst would taketo build the project and after that approximately 2 dozen jobs that would be

high paying for maintaining.

reviewed and arrected in April, 2014 and the tax value went from $32,719.00 to just over
$2,900.00. She argued that she never saw any discrepancies with her tax bills and always paid
them. Vice Chair Townsend went over the system in place stated on the bactaxfiieand

to 2 and now it is more like one EMT and a driver.
